Equipment for this work will include excavators, tamping machine, jackhammer, rail saw, welder, oxy cutter, grader, 

vacuum trucks, concrete pump trucks, elevated work platforms, front end loader, roller-compactors, power hand 

tools, surveying equipment, semi-trailers, handheld geotechnical investigation equipment, compaction equipment, 

construction vehicles, lighting towers, water carts, trucks and traffic control signs and barriers.  

Various measures are taken to keep noise to a minimum, such as scheduling nosier works earlier in the night where 

possible and installing noise blankets. The work in your area will not be continuous and every effort will be made to 

keep noisy work to a minimum and reduce impacts to the community where possible.
